1 Basic product data

1.1 Cable organizers of ITK trademark (hereinafter — organizers) are designed to arrange cables
and cable bundles in cabinets and racks.

1.2 Vertical cable organizer provides support and fixation of main cable lines, their descent or
ascent within the entire height of the cabinet, guarantee the necessary bending radius when
bringing cables to the equipment.

1.3 Vertical cable organizer serves as a base for fixing cable clamps and rings.

1.4 Horizontal cable organizer and rings provide support for cables and patch cords within the
mounting length of the organizer and ring, guarantee the necessary bending radius when bringing
them to the equipment, avoid twisting and entangling the cables.

2 Technical data
2.1 The main technical data of the organizer are given in the table 1.
2.2 Appearance, dimensions of the organizers are shown in figures 1-7 and in the tables 2-4.

3 Completeness
3.1 Complete set of delivery of organizers is shown in tables 5-7.

4 Installation and operation rules

4.1 Remove the vertical organizer from the package.

4.1.1 Mounting method for 600, 800 mm wide cabinets

4.1.1.1 Attach the organizer to the upper and lower horizontal lath on the inside of the cabinet in
the selected location.

4.1.1.2 Mount the M6 cage nuts on the horizontal laths in the desired location.

4.1.1.3 Fix the organizer with M6x15 screws and washers.

4.1.2 Mounting method for 800 mm wide cabinets.

4.1.2.1 Attach the bracket with the short part to the mounting profile on the outside.

4.1.2.2 Mount the M6 cage nuts on the mounting profile on the inside of the cabinet.

4.1.2.3 Fix the bracket with M6x15 screws and washers.

4.1.2.4 Mount the M6 cage nuts on the inside of the long side of the bracket.

4.1.2.5 Attach and fix the organizer to the outside of the bracket parallel to the door with M6x15
screws and washers.

4.2 Lay the cable lines.

4.3 Remove the horizontal organizer from the package.

4.3.1 Attach the organizer to the left and right mounting profiles on the front side of the cabinet
at the desired height.

4.3.2 Mount the M6 cage nuts on the mounting profiles in the desired location.

4.3.3 Lay the cable lines.

4.3.4 Fix the cover for horizontal organizers with a cover.

4.4 Remove the cable rings from the package.

4.4.1 Install the cable rings:

—on the 19" mounting profiles;

- on the side profiles of the cabinet;
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—install the cable rings on the 75x12 mm and 150x12 mm vertical organizers, creating a vertical
cable channel with rings.
4.4.2 Mounting is carried out with the M6 screw-washer-nut fasteners included in the delivery set.

5 Safety precautions
DO NOT
Install equipment with electric voltage on.

5.1 All work on the installation and maintenance of the product should be carried out in a de-
energized state by specially trained personnel in observance of the requirements of reference
documentation in the field of electrical engineering.

5.2 All work must be carried out using serviceable tools and in compliance with safety rules.

5.8 If you find a malfunction during the warranty period, contact the organization where you
purchased the product, or a representative at the address listed below.

5.4 If a malfunction is detected after the warranty period expires, dispose of the product.

6 Transportation, storage and disposal

6.1 Organizers can be transported in the manufacturer's package by any type of covered
transport providing protection from mechanical damage, contamination and moisture at ambient air
temperature from minus 25 °C to plus 55 °C.

6.2 Storage of organizers is carried out in the manufacturer's package in closed rooms with
natural ventilation and the absence in the air of acid, alkaline and other chemically active impurities,
at ambient air temperature from minus 25 °C to plus 55 °C and relative humidity of not more than
50 % at 40 °C.

6.3 Dispose of the organizer with scrap metal.

7 Service life and manufacturer's warranties

7.1 Service life of organizer — 3 years.

7.2 The organizer's warranty period is 1 year from the date of sale, if the consumer observes
the conditions of transportation, storage, installation and operation.
